To be considered for charter school status, a petition needs to receive a minimum 75% of the total points available (132/176 pts) and have provided requested documentation to support any quality indicators that were rated as Level 1 or Level 2.
NOTE: If a Reader has marked NO in any of the sections requiring a YES or NO response, the documentation required will need to be collected from the applicant before a total score can be finalized and forwarded to the State Board of Education.
