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Selected House & Senate Bills followed in the 2024 Legislative Session
e HB 2703 adds placement in foster care as a criteria for a student to be eligible for at-risk \
programs and services
o The Governor signed the bill on Friday, April 12, 2024.
e House Sub. for SB 387 establishes a two-year pilot program for At-Risk accountability plans
beginning in the 2024-2025 school year with implementation for all school districts in school year

2026-2027.
o The bill was enrolled and presented to the Governor on Monday, May 6, 2024.

Back to School Sales Tax Holiday - Failed
e Sub for SB 60 would have provided for a back-to-school sales tax holiday for the first Thursday in
August through the following Sunday for purchases of back-to-school related items. The bill did
not pass the House

Cardiac Emergency Response Plans - Enacted
e SB 19 requires school districts to establish requirements for cardiac emergency response plans
according to statewide standards set by the Kansas Department of Health and Environment.
Each board of education will be required to review such plan annually and update plan as
necessary.
e The Governor signed the bill on Tuesday, April 23, 2024.

Cellphone restrictions for young drivers - Failed
e SB 142 would have prohibited drivers under the age of 18 from using their cellphone while
driving and would impose a fee for violation.
e The bill passed the House but did not pass the Senate.

Early Childhood Office - Failed
e SB 501, HB 2785, and House Sub. for House Sub. for SB 96 all contained various provisions
related to the establishment of an independent state agency, The Office of Early Childhood. SB
501 and HB 2785 both had hearings but died at Turnaround. House Sub for House Sub for SB 96
had a conference committee, but the conference committee report was not adopted by the
Senate.

Encouraging Suicide - Enacted
e HB 2144 Creates the crime of encouraging suicide when:
o A person knows the other person has communicated the desire to commit suicide;
o Encouragement of suicide is made proximate in time to the other person committing or
attempting to commit suicide; and
o Such encouragement substantially influences the other person’s decision or methods
used to commit or attempt to commit suicide
e Such crime is a severity level 5 person felony if the other person attempts to commit suicide, and
a level 4 person felony if the other person commits suicide.
e The Governor signed the bill on Wednesday, April 24, 2024.

Enrollment for Funding - Enacted
e House Sub for SB 73 requires school districts enrollment to be determined using the current or
preceding school year. For school year 2024-2025 only, school districts may use the highest of
current or prior year, or the average of the preceding and second preceding school year
enrollment for funding purposes.
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e The Governor signed the bill on Friday, April 19, 2024. \
e Provisions in House Sub for SB 73 related to enrollment for funding originated in HB 2485 and SB
386.

Feminine Hygiene products - Failed
e Sub for SB 60 was amended on the Senate floor to include a sales tax exemption for the
purchase of menstrual products and diapers. The bill passed the Senate, but did not pass the
House

Gender Transitioning - Failed
e SB 233 would have restricted the use of state funds to promote gender transitioning, prohibited
healthcare providers from treating children whose gender identity is inconsistent with the child's
sex, and would have authorized a civil cause of action against healthcare providers for providing
such treatments.
o The bill was vetoed by the Governor on Friday, April 12, 2024. The motion to override
prevailed in the Senate but failed in the House.

KPERS

e HB 2711 creates a new category of positions exempt from working-after-retirement employer
contributions by adding licensed nurses and direct support workers at a KPERS affiliated
community development disability organization (CDDO) or a community service provider affiliated
with a CDDO to the list of exempted positions. Retirees are still expected to serve a 60- or 180-
day waiting period.

o The bill will become law without the Governor's signature.

e SB 396 would have changed the working after retirement law for all KPERS retirees, reducing the
waiting period for members that retire before age 62 to a 60-day waiting period and members
that retire after age 62 to a 30-day waiting period. This bill did not get a hearing in either
chamber.

K-12 Budget Package - Pending Governor's Action
e House Sub for SB 387 contains appropriations for KSDE and for major categories of education
funding. The bill also includes provisions related to Special Education, At-Risk, amendments to
open enrollment, amendments to virtual funding, and establishes an Education Funding Task
Force.
o The bill was enrolled and presented to the Governor on Monday, May 6, 2024.

Parental Consent for Health Care for Minors - Pending Governor's Action

e House Sub. for SB 287 requires parental consent for a health care provider at a school facility to
prescribe, administer, or dispense any prescription or nonprescription drug; administer a
diagnostic test with the minor's bodily fluid; or conduct ongoing behavioral health treatment.
Exceptions to these provisions include administering a non-academic test, questionnaire, survey,
or examination pursuant to KSA 72-6316, administering a suicide risk assessment, conducting a
behavioral health assessment or intervention for a minor experiencing a behavioral health crisis;
conducting a school-based screening required by law; or providing education to a minor.

e The bill was enrolled and presented to the Governor on Tuesday, May 7, 2024.
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Licensure for Military Servicemembers and Spouses - Enacted

HB 2745 provides that military spouses of active military servicemembers and their spouses
residing in Kansas or planning to reside in Kansas due to their assigned military installation are
exempt from all occupational licensing, registration, and certification fees.

The bill was signed by the Governor on Friday, March 29, 2024.

Literacy - Enacted

SB 438 establishes the Kansas Blueprint for Literacy and Literacy Advisory Committee. The State
Board of Regents is directed to appoint a Director of Literacy Education and requires the State
Board of Regents and Kansas State Department of Education (KSDE) to collaborate on a literacy
micro-credential for pre- and in-service teachers. The Blueprint also requires the Advisory
Committee to develop a plan to establish six regional centers of excellence in reading and
establishes reporting requirements for the State Board of Regents and KSDE.

The bill was signed by the Governor on Wednesday, April 24, 2024.

The Blueprint for Literacy began the session as SB 532.

Revenue Neutral Rate Notices - Enacted

SB 410, among other tax provisions, specifies that county clerks are not required to send hearing
notices to owners of property that is exempt from taxation. Additionally, the vote of the
governing body to exceed the revenue neutral rate (RNR) must take place on the same day as the
commencement of the public hearing to exceed the RNR. The bill also permits governing bodies
that do not hold hearings pursuant to the RNR process to exceed their RNR in the case where the
final taxable valuation of the taxing entity is less than the estimated value used to calculate the
RNR, as long as the actual tax levy of the taxing entity is equal to or less than the tax levied in the
previous year.

The bill was signed by the Governor on Wednesday, April 24, 2024.

Sanitary Inspections - Enacted

HB 2754 allows counties to opt out of the local health officer duty to conduct school sanitary
inspections pursuant to Home Rule powers under the County Home Rule Act.
The bill was signed by the Governor on Friday, April 12, 2024.

School Boards - Failed
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SB 427 would have required school districts to publicly list the names and email addresses of
current school board members. It also would have permitted any local school board member to
add board discussion items to “new business” on a board meeting agenda and ask questions or
engage in discussion with members of the public. Each local school board meeting would have
been required to include a public comment period and the bill would have authorized payment
of annual dues to not-for-profit organizations providing guidance or other services to local school
board members. The bill also would have required that local school board members be granted
access to school district property during school hours or when school or community activities
were held on the property.

o The bill passed out of Committee but did not have enough votes on the Senate floor to

move to the House.

SB 428 would have required each needs assessment to include input from Board members,
teachers employed by the school district, school site councils, and attendance center
administrators. The bill would have required that each board member receive state assessment
results, to include the number of students scoring at level 3 or 4 and scoring at level 1 and 2. The
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Selected House & Senate Bills followed in the 2024 Legislative Session \/
bill would have also clarified that the minutes of the meeting in which the board approves the'w
budget, a statement indicating that the needs assessment was conducted by the board must be

included. Reallocated funds would also need to be identified in the budget and budget summary.
o The bill passed out of Committee but did not have a vote on the Senate floor.

Special Education
e House Sub for SB 387 includes $75.0 million in additional funding for special education and
requires KSDE to calculate excess costs at the district level. The bill also requires local option
budget funds attributable to special education students to be transferred to the special
education fund.
o The bill was enrolled and presented to the Governor on Monday, May 6, 2024.

Virtual Aid - Pending Governor’s Signature
e Sub for SB 387 amends part time enrollment to eliminate part time funding of $2,800 and funds
part-time students on a prorated basis from $5,600 based on the number of hours they attend
virtual school. The bill also clarifies the audit process for adult virtual education credit
reimbursement.
e The bill was enrolled and presented to the Governor on Monday, May 6, 2024.
