Fingerprint Card and Background Check: This shows whether fingerprints have been received. If “Yes" is marked, then KSDE does not
have current fingerprints on file and no application can be processed until those are received and a background check is run.
If a license lapses, new fingerprints must be submitted. This is KBI policy, not KSDE.

Application Status

There are two types of substitute licenses in Kansas, SUB and ESUB.
The time a SUB (Substitute) or ESUB (Emergency Substitute) is
allowed to substitute is on their license. The substitute regulations
may be found at KA.R. 91-31-3 4(b). Licensed teachers (not SUB or
ESUB or restricted/limited licenses) may substitute in any area or
grade they are not licensed in for up to 140 days per school year.

This is the license for an Emergency Substitute. At the bottom of the
license is a section for Education with the words “No Education data
found”. This printed license would state “You may substitute up to
75 school days each semester in one school district. You cannot
substitute for more than 25 days in the same assignment.”. Had this
person submitted evidence of a college degree (Bachelors or
higher) to KSDE, the college, year of degree, and degree would be
listed in this section, the printed license would not have the
semester restriction, and the limit would be 45 days.

Note that this license has a “Print License” button in the top section.
A certificate may be printed. This button is only available when a license has been approved and is active.
