An English for Speakers of Other Languages Endorsement is an add-on endorsement to a valid Kansas

teaching license. It is available for K-6, 6-12, or PreK-12.

Option 1 to obtain the ESOL
Endorsement

Complete an approved ESOL program from one
of the following colleges or universities:

Emporia State University,

Fort Hays State University,

Kansas State University,

McPherson College,

MidAmerica Nazarene University,
Newman University,

Ottawa University,

Pittsburg State University,

University of Kansas,

Washburn University, and

Wichita State University OR

an out-of-state college or university with
an ESOL program that is approved by
that state’s accrediting/approval
authorities. (completion of an out-of-
state approved program requires a valid
out-of-state license is obtained prior to
application for the added endorsement
to a Kansas license.)
