The stop arm and
eight-way red lights were activated.
An oncoming vehicle didn't stop. The
student was struck and killed.

Four children were crossing the roadway to get
on the bus. The bus was stopped with stop arm
and eight-way red lights activated. An oncoming
vehicle didn't stop and struck all four students.
A 9-year-old girl and twin 6-year-old boys, all
siblings, were killed.

A 16-year-old boy was running
to catch the bus. The bus had its
eight-way amber lights activated,
but the stop arm wasn't deployed.
The student crossed the road
and was struck and killed by an
oncoming vehicle.

GEORGIA

Two brothers, ages 10 and 7, crossed
the street to board the bus. The bus
was stopped with stop arm and eight-
way red lights activated. An oncoming
vehicle didn't stop. The older brother
was struck and killed while protecting
the younger brother.
