Members also conditionally
approved the 29 ESSER Il applications as presented.

e Freshmen from Basehor-Linwood High School and city officials talked about their collaboration
on a new park project in Basehor. Students with the Innovation Academy Emerge are earning
course credit for project-based learning, as well as meeting civic engagement goals.

¢ Nemaha Central USD 115 reported on their strategies to support students and families as they
navigate postsecondary plans and formulate their Individual Plan of Study.

o KSDE staff and several guests addressed plans for increasing reading achievement, including the
need for meaningful assessments, screenings and structured professional development.

e Commissioner Randy Watson and Deputy Commissioner Brad Neuenswander led a work
session with members to analyze data from the Kansans Can Success Tour and ways the
information could further enhance the Board'’s current vision and outcomes.

e Other agenda items included an update on proposed bills that could impact education; a
proposal to expand the Kansas City Teacher Residency Program; and a request to approve
Haysville's RECESS pilot at the elementary school.
